Proposed, possible 

funding sources to pay-off the bonds 

include 2-cents of the existing 5-cents-

per-dollar hotel/motel tax, additional 1-

cent hotel/motel tax, $2 Convention 

Center fee per hotel/motel room/per 

night, 1% rental car tax, $2 airport 

ground transportation departure tax, 

Tourism Development Zone incremental 

tax and sales tax revenues on items 

associated with the convention center
